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Location: Road Reserve of 1 Bartley Street

What is significant?
The Spirit of Salts railway trolley and the Moyhu Railway Station Sign on the South West Corner of the road reserve, Wangaratta- Whitfield Road and Bartley Street Moyhu is significant.
Significant fabric includes, but is not confined to:
· Original form, fabric and scale of the trolley and this includes the wheels, the open carriage and the rail tracks on which it sits.
· The sign, and this includes the sign writing with white lettering on a black background.
External paint and solar energy system controls apply. No internal alteration controls apply. 
How is it significant?
The Spirit of Salts railway vehicle and the Moyhu Railway Station Sign on the South West Corner of the road reserve, Wangaratta- Whitfield Road and Bartley Street Moyhu is of local historical, rarity value, and social significance to the Rural City of Wangaratta.

Why is it significant?
The Spirit of Salts railway vehicle and the Moyhu Railway Station Sign on the South West Corner of the road reserve, Wangaratta- Whitfield Road and Bartley Street, Moyhu is of historical significance as it provides evidence of Whitfield railway line and the extent of services it provided during its operating period. The line opened in 1900 and by 1916 the service was reduced to four trains per week, with a motor trolley service which ran on a non-train day, bringing mail and other essentials. The enclosed trolley provides evidence of the usage of this type of trolley, on this line from 1937, until the line closed. (Criterion A)
The railway sign is of historical significance as it provides evidence of the typical signage that was once found at all stations along the King Valley. (Criterion A) 
The Spirit of Salts railway trolley and the Moyhu Railway Station Sign on the South West Corner of the road reserve, Wangaratta- Whitfield Road and Bartley Street, Moyhu are rare surviving features from this period of railway service in the King Valley. There is little surviving railway evidence remaining within the original railway corridor, with much of the railway land subsumed and/ or physical evidence so modified that the extent is no longer appreciable. (Criterion B) 
The Spirit of Salts railway trolley on the South West Corner of the road reserve, Wangaratta- Whitfield Road and Bartley Street, Moyhu is of social significance as the trolley once provided a much-valued service to the relatively isolated rural communities in Moyhu and the King Valley. Its social significance was such that the Moyhu and wider community restored the trolley and reinstated it to a location that is approximate to the original location of a section of the rail line in commemoration of its role as a provider of physical goods and social connectivity over a number of years. (Criterion G)
The railway station identification signage is of social significance as it is representative of the role of the railway and its presence in Moyhu and the King Valley. It was reinstated by the Moyhu and wider community in recognition of its role in linking the King Valley communities. (Criterion G)
